SLOVO K PROGRAMU
A FOREWORD TO THE PROGRAMME

Jazzové oratorium H.M.S. Royal Oaks napsal Erwin Schulhoff spoleéné

s dramatikem, spisovatelem a novindfem listu Frankfurter Zeitung Otto
Rombachem (1904-1984) v roce 1930. Inspiraci se jim stala skute¢nd
uddlost z roku 1928. Na HMS Royal Oak, obrovské bitevni lodi, kterd
kiizovala svétové ocedny od roku 1915, doslo k prudké hddce mezi tremi
distojniky kvoli hudbé, kterou hréla mald kapela v distojnické jidelné. Spor se
zcela vymkl kontrole a zG&astnéni muzi skonili pred vojenskym soudem. Celd
aféra byla siroce medializovana ve svétovém tisku.

H.M.S. Royal Oaks je veselym podobenstvi o tom, jak se méni svét, konfron-
taci modernismu a konzervatismu, ktery se snazi vie nové zastavit. Hudba
osciluje mezi Igorem Stravinskym, Kurtem Weillem, Arnoldem Schénbergem,
filmovou hudbou, jozzovym bandem, populdrni pisni, zkrétka jde o blaznivy
mix styl0 dvacétych a tficatych let minulého stoleti s mnoha chytlavymi
melodiemi. Pfib&h vypravi recitdtor, shovivavé komentovan svymi hudebnimi
kolegy. Obsah je zhruba nésleduijici: britsk& némorni lod' HMS Royal Oak
je na prizkumné cesté v Jiznim Pacifiku. Nédmornici miluji jazz, ale kapitan
iej zakdze pod hrozbou postihu, kdyz tvrdi, Ze jde o , opi&i hudbu”. To

vede k revolté posdadky. Piipad se dostane az k soudu, ktery se — spoleéné

s vefejnosti — postavi na stranu ndmornikd. V zavéru viichni spoleéné zpivaii:
,Vsichni lidé, od chlapce aZ po ministra, pod|éhaiji zmé&ndm Easu; jen filistin
z0stavd vé&né stejny, protoZe z ryzi pohodInosti zapomina Zit. Vsichni lidé —
ze 3pelundk & hradl - se podfizuji rytmu svéta. Filistin chce roziedit Zivot svou
prostoduchosti tim, Ze na nés §téka. My viak na viechny zakazy kasleme,
vy ob&ané s ochablymi bfichy. Protoze pro &ernochy, bélochy i rudochy jsou
tyhle skfipaijici, uviesténé, legraéni noty ty, na néz &lovék tan&i. Aleluja!”

Origindlni partitura H.M.S. Royal Oaks je pro velky jazzovy orchestr: troje
housle, sopran saxofon, altovy saxofon, tenor saxofon, tfi lesni rohy, dva
trombony, suzafon, bici nastroje (zvonkohru, xylofon, vibrafon, zvony, velky
buben, tam-tam), dv& banja, dva akordeony, klavir, recitatora, jazzového
zpévdka a sbor. Skladba byla upravena pro komorni obsazeni.

Premiéra H.M.S. Royal Oaks probé&hla 9. kvétna 1931 ve Frankfurtském
rozhlase. Prvni scénické provedeni se uskutegnilo o rok pozdéji na ,Mladém
pédiv” ve Wroctawi. Koncertem si pripomindme 80. let od Gmrti skladate-
le Erwina Schulhoffa, ktery 18. srpna 1942 podlehl v internagnim taborfe

ve Wiilzburgu tuberkuléze.



The jazz oratorio H.M.S. Royal Oaks was written by Erwin Schulhoff together
with the playwright, writer and journalist of the Frankfurter Zeitung Otto Rombach
(1904-1984) in 1930. They were inspired by a real event from 1928. On the
HMS Royal Oak, a huge battleship that had been cruising the world's oceans
since 1915, a quarrel broke out between officers over the music played by a small
band in the officers’ mess. The dispute got completely out of hand and the men
involved ended up court-martialed. The whole affair was widely reported in the
world press.

Schulhoff's oratorio starts at this point. It is a parable of how the world is
changing, with a music oscillating between Igor Stravinsky, Kurt Weill, Arold
Schoenberg, film music, jazz band, popular song with many catchy tunes. The
story is told by a narrator, indulgently commented on by his musical colleagues.
The content is roughly as follows: the British naval ship HMS Royal Oak is on

a voyage of exploration in the South Pacific. The sailors love jazz, but the captain
bans it on pain of punishment. This leads to a mutiny by the crew. The case goes
fo court, which - along with the public - sides with the sailors. In the end, they all
sing together: ,All men, from boy to minister, are subject to the changes of time;
only the philistine remains eternally the same, because out of sheer convenience
he forgets to live. All men — from spelunkers or castles — submit to the rhythm of
the world. The Philistine wants to dilute life with his simplicity by barking at us. But
we don't care about all prohibitions, you citizens with flabby bellies. Because for
blacks, whites, and redskins alike, these screeching, squeaky, funny notes are the
ones you dance to. Hallelujah!”

The original score by H.M.S. Royal Oaks is for large jazz orchestra: three violins,
soprano saxophone, alto saxophone, tenor saxophone, three horns, two from-
bones, sousaphone, percussion (chimes, xylophone, vibraphone, bells, big drum,
tam-tam), two banjos, two accordions, piano, speaker, jazz singer, and chorus.
The piece has been arranged for small ensemble.

The premiere of H.M.S. Royal Oaks took place on @ May 1931 at the Frankfurt
Radio. The first stage performance took place a year later on the ,Young Stage”
in Wrocfow. Today's concert commemorates exactly 80 years since the death
of composer Erwin Schulhoff in the Wiilzburg internment camp.
